	· Throughline is mentioned at the beginning of the speech, but not consistently talked about in each section, only mentioned a couple of times.

· There is a beginning, middle, and end but is not always indicated with transition words.

· Speech is up to 30 seconds over or under on time.


	· Speaks clearly and with fluency most times, although there is stammering or umms occasionally.

· Student presents speech rather than reading it most of the time, but there are times where eye contact is not being made.

· Tone of the speech is consistent with what the student is talking about for the most part but are sections where it goes too fast or slow or is hard to hear.

	· Personal story is given but hard to see how it connects the speaker to the topic.

· Creates a curiosity at the beginning but does not maintain it throughout to keep the audience involved.

· Uses instances of humor, body language, visuals, and/or passion to show the audience how much speaker cares for the topic, but there are times where it could be used but is not.


	Needs

Improvement


	· Throughline is not mentioned much in the speech or at all, leaving audience confused as to the purpose of the speech.

· Does not have a beginning, middle, and/or end, jumping around a lot and confusing the audience.

· Speech is more than a minute over or under on time.


	· Does not speak clearly and/or with fluency, meaning that the audience has difficulty understanding some of the words being spoken.

· Student reads speech rather than presents it, rarely making eye contact.

· Tone of the speech is not consistent with what the student is talking about, either too fast or slow or cannot be heard well.

	· Personal story is not shared or has nothing to do with the topic.

· Does not creates a curiosity at the beginning, causing the audience to not be involved.

· Does not use much humor, body language, visuals, and/or passion, making audience wonder if speaker cares for the topic.
